CTED publishes updated paper about COVID-19 and counter-terrorism  
New York, 31 December 2020 – Today, the United Nations Security Council Counter-Terrorism Committee 
Executive Directorate (CTED) published an update to its paper, “The impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on 
terrorism, counter-terrorism and countering violent extremism.” CTED’s analysis suggests that, despite the 
continuation of terrorist violence and despite concerns that terrorists and violent extremists will seek to 
exploit COVID-19 in their recruitment processes, there remains little evidence upon which to base a 
comprehensive analysis of the impact of the pandemic on terrorism and violent extremism.
