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4.2 Designing and implementing policies that develop digital citizenship skills, with proper 

attention to social and emotional learning, which enable learners to find, access, use, create and 

freely exchange information, while navigating the online environment safely and responsibly. In 

this respect, it is important to place special emphasis on media and information literacy, with a 

view to strengthening the resilience of learners and their capacity to recognize and counter 

disinformation, violent extremist views, and conspiracy theories aiming to install hatred towards 

specific people and groups.
