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The Principles are the result of wide-ranging consultations with Member States, the private
sector, youth leaders, media, academia, and civil society.

The recommendations within are designed to foster healthier and safer information spaces that
champion human rights, peaceful societies and a sustainable future.

The proposals include:

Governments, tech companies, advertisers, media and other stakeholders should refrain from
using, supporting or amplifying disinformation and hate speech for any purpose.

Governments should provide
