• Between 2000-2019, transport CO2 rose in all regions, except Europe where 

they fell 2%.

• Transport-related CO2 emissions of the tourism sector are 22% of the whole  

• Currently, the CO2 emissions in the transport sector are about 30% in the case 
of developed countries and about 23% in the case of the total man-made CO2 
emissions worldwide. 

 
• By achieving a 60% share of battery-electric and plug-in hybrid vehicles on the 

road, more than 60 billion tons of CO2 could be saved between now and 2050. 
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
