COVID-19

e COVID-19 could have long-term impacts on urban mobility and road safety.

e In many cities public transport—essential for sustainable and affordable mobility, including for
essential workers—saw massive declines in riders!:ii, with aitentant financial stressas

jobs worldwide.
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e There was also an immediate impact on associated jobs and livelihoods from COVID-19. The
loss to global GDP from the tourism sector, for example, was put at up to $2.4 trillion in 2020,
and 100—120 million direct tourism jobs are estimated to be at stake in 2021.

e Reduced transport activity also led to reductions in GHG emissions, pollution, urban traffic
congestion, and traffic accidents. Studies suggest that the majority of global emission
reductions were attributable to reduced transport.

e Air traffic demand, as measured in Revenue Passenger Kilometers, declined by 65.9% in 2020
compared with 2019.
