1. Sciatific insightsare key tceffectivetransformationof global governance

The value of science extends to questions arorefdrming governance and renewing
multilateralism. Transdisciplinary scientific insights illuminate the root causes of governance
challenges, as well as synergies and tate in interventions; and they are critical to
understanding key dynamics, impediments and enabling conditionshteva meaningful
transformation to global governance, including as related to global commons such as Outer
Spaceandocean areas beyond national jurisdiction.

Therefore ChapterV should:

Y Reflect the central importance of science as a critical, -cuting tool tosupportan
effective and equitable transformation of global governance.

2. Transformingglobal governancequiresenhancingsciencepolicy interfacs.

Challenges on the multilateral agenda are complex, urgent, and interconndésersing
biodiversity loss, tackling deepening inequalities, addressing the climate emergency, governing
technological change for the public good, and transforming to a sustainable, equitable and
resilient world all require global cooperation and rolseéentific information. The challenge

for multilateral governances to mobilize authoritative and integrated knowledge talkirig
account ofcomplexinteractionsacross human ahplanetary systemgo inform decision

making at multiple levels and steer action towards desired outcomes.

This requires effective coordination between interface mechanisms operating within and
between multilateral forums and agencies, amdater coordination between scienpelicy
interfaces at national and international levefsthe context of theUN General Assembly, it
requires an institutionalized scienpelicy interface through whictcionable scienceanbe
integrated across all stages of decismaking and actianThiswill help ensure that the latest

and best available science is made available on an equitable basis to all Member States; it will
support consensubuilding through common understanding of the nature, scope, and scale

of challenges, as well as the range of possible solutions and their implications; and it will
support riskinformed (anticipatory) geernance arrangements with a view to building whole
of-society resiliencé.
