With regards to health services, we have made important progress with the 

implementation of mobile units for preventative medicine which provide training about 

breast and uterine cancer, maternity protection, and promote sexual and reproductive 

rights.   

 

Although millions of poor people have attained better life conditions, 16 million people 

still live below the poverty line. Launched by President Dilma Rousseff, the “Brasil 

Sem Miséria” (Brazil Without Poverty) Program integrates other national policies. 

Women are not only beneficiaries of conditional income transfer programs. They are 

now recognized as agents, beneficiaries and protagonists of public policy.
