I appreciate the opportunity to speak for the first time in this Commission, as 

President of National Women's Institute of Mexico. On behalf of the Mexican 

delegation, I congratulate the Bureau for their job in supporting the work in this 

Commission. I wish to extend my appreciation to UN Women for the actions taken in 

their second year of work, such as the “High Level Forum for Strengthening Women's 

Access to Justice”, for the continuity of the “UNITE” Campaign, for the launch of the 

initiative "COMMIT" and especially for organizing preparatory activities and regional 

consultations that paved the way for this session.
